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PROMINENT CANYON COUNTY LEADERS ENDORSE LABRADOR FOR CONGRESS
Reaction to Labrador Press Conference on Illegal Immigration

(Eagle, Idaho)  Rep. Raul Labrador announced today that he has been endorsed by a number of prominent Canyon County elected officials, including state Treasurer Ron Crane.

Crane has agreed to serve as the honorary Co-Chair of the Labrador for Congress campaign, along with Speaker of the House Lawerence Denney.

“I am proud to endorse Raul Labrador for Congress,” Crane said in a statement.  “He is part of a new generation of conservative leadership for Idaho, and I am committed to helping him win this race anyway I can.”

Idaho Treasurer Ron Crane has served in his statewide office since being elected in 1998.  Prior to that, he served Canyon County for eight terms in the Idaho House of Representatives.

Joining Crane and Denney in supporting Labrador are Canyon County legislators Brent Crane, Carlos Bilbao, Steve Kren, Steven Thayn and Curt McKenzie.

State Senator Curt McKenzie, representing Canyon in the Idaho Legislature since 2002, now serves as Chairman of the Idaho Senate State Affairs Committee, one of the body’s most important leadership posts.  In a prepared statement today, McKenzie responded to Labrador’s press conference on the national crisis resulting from Washington’s failure to act on immigration reform:

“I commend Raul Labrador for his courage and leadership on the critical problem of illegal immigration,” McKenzie said.  “This situation is fast becoming a national crisis and we need practical solutions – now.  I trust Labrador to help America find humane, practical solutions while protecting our national sovereignty.  There is no one in Idaho who understands this situation better than Labrador.”

Second-term state Representative Brent Crane also offered his observations on working with Raul Labrador over the past four years in the Idaho Legislature.

“You know, there is rhetoric and then there is the hard work necessary to solving problems,” Crane observed.  “Raul Labrador is one of the best in the Legislature.  He is a thoughtful man we will be proud of in Congress.”
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
