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NORTH IDAHO LEADERS BACK LABRADOR FOR CONGRESS
(Eagle, Idaho)  The Labrador for Congress campaign announced this afternoon that it had gained the backing of two key North Idaho legislators on the eve of Tuesday’s primary election.

Rep. Bob Nonini, Chairman of the House Education Committee, declared that “the choice is clear”.

“After watching the opponent’s campaign implode, the choice is clear,” said Nonini in a prepared statement.  “I want Raul Labrador as our Congressman”.

Rep. Nonini is seen as one of the most influential conservative voices in the Legislature, not just on education policy, but on a host of key policy questions.

Labrador said that he was honored to have the support of such leading conservative colleagues.

“Clark, Nonini and Hart are leaders in the Idaho Legislature,” Labrador said.  “I have immense regard for these gentlemen and it is very gratifying to have their support.  It is  very meaningful to know they believe in me, and believe I can do a good job for Idaho in Congress.”
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
