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ANOTHER FORMER OPPONENT ENDORSES ONLY LABRADOR

Dr. Allan Salzberg Urges Republicans to Support Labrador on May 25th

(Eagle, Idaho)  The Raul Labrador for Idaho Congressional Committee announced today that another of Labrador’s former opponents has formally endorsed him in the upcoming Republican Primary for Congress.

“After coming to know the two principal candidates better, their records and character, I have decided it is important to do more than get out of the way,” said Dr. Salzberg in a prepared statement.  “Given the stakes in this election, I feel it is incumbent upon me to urge my supporters to get behind the proven conservative leader in this race – Rep. Raul Labrador”.

Salzberg is the third candidate to endorse Labrador in this race, joining State Representative Ken Roberts and Michael Chadwick in urging support for Labrador.

“I am supporting Labrador because he is a straight-shooter, and what you see is what you get,” Salzberg added.

Dr. Salzberg’s biography states that he earned his M.D. in 1973, and received his PhD in Theoretical Chemistry/Plasma Physics in 1964. He has worked as a Rocket Scientist, Senior Defense Analyst, Chief of Medical Operations and Chief of Staff at a VA Hospital. He was a Lieutenant Commander in the U.S. Navy and served as a Flight Surgeon on the USS Enterprise, receiving basic Jet Training. He has published over 40 papers in the fields of medicine, physics, and defense, receiving multiple awards.

In making the announcement, Rep. Labrador informed the media that Dr. Salzberg will become one of his key advisors on Nuclear Energy and Health Care policy.

“I welcome Dr. Salzberg’s help in further developing my positions in these two critical policy areas so important to Idaho’s future,” Labrador said.

When Dr. Salzberg previously withdrew his candidacy for Congress, he endorsed the two principal candidates for Congress. He has now decided to endorse only one: Raul Labrador.
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
